Etiquete de concierto

We are teaching proper concert etiquette to our students, as
outlined in the TEKS, Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills.
Good audience manners are based upon respect for the
performers and for others in the audience and are nothing
more than expressions of courtesy. As such, we ask that
students and audience members observe the following rules:

 Remain seated and quiet during a performance. Permanecer
sentado y en silencio durante el concierto.

« Wait for the conductor to lower their hands to applaud.

« If you must get up to leave, please do so in-between
performances. Si debe que levantarse para irse, hagalo entre
medio de las canciones.

« Remove small children immediately from the concert hall if
they become restless or disruptive. Silos nifios pequefios se
ponen inquietos, favor de retirarios de la sala de conciertos para
no interrumpir el concierto.

« All students must stay for the entire concert, even after they
have already sung. Todos los estudiantes deben permanecer
durante todo el concierto, incluso después de ya haber cantado.
